a. Call Committee Recommendation

iv. Betty Meyer moved that we recommend to the congregation to extend a call to the education pastor recommended by the call committee. Brad Ydstie seconded the motion. All in favor, motion carried.
b. Parsonage
i. Betty Meyer, Tammy Nelson, Stephanie Olsen, and Kathy Evenson will head up the parsonage painting committee.
ii. We will ask the congregation for help with cleanup of the parsonage.

Pastor Joe’s Report – Youth activities are planned and scheduled for the summer including the Youth Summit in Fargo during Synod Assembly which will include sleeping in cardboard boxes and fasting for 24 hrs.
