Happy New Year to You,        
 

The beginning of a new year can bring new things, the least of 
which is writing ñ2018ò instead of ñ2017.ò  The year of 2018 may bring 
new events, experiences, and people to your life.  It is not uncommon 
for newness to bring change with it.  Our Saviorôs Lutheran Church has 
already started a new thing called ñMinistry Review.ò  It started with     
contacting Pastor Keith Zeh, who serves on our Eastern ND Synod staff, about the possibility of 
having a Ministry Review done at Our Saviorôs Lutheran Church.  Sunday, January 21, 2018, will   
be the day of OSLCôs Ministry Review. 

By now, you are asking, What is a Ministry Review?  ñA Ministry Review is a time for          
reflecting together on how ministry is going and what level of health is present for the congregation 
to carry mission forward.  It is a chance to be the church together and mutually discern whatôs next.  
The Eastern ND Synod values each congregation within the synod as a community of faith that can 
make a difference by their participation in Godôs mission.  Congregational health involves having a 
clear sense of purpose grounded in Godôs mission, openness to ongoing change needed to live into 
that purpose, and empowerment of congregational leaders.ò (EaND Synod Ministry Review        
Congregational Guide) 

A synod Ministry Review team, made up of both lay and rostered leaders from around the 
synod, will commit significant time to listening and providing an outside perspective.  The synod 
team will look closely and listen deeply to people from within the congregation and surrounding 
community so that they may reflect back what is heard and seen.  The synod team will share       
affirmations about what is going well, where they have experienced God at work in and through    
the congregation, and will share recommendations to further develop or hone the ministry going         
forward. 

Additionally, a congregation Ministry Review team will commit their time as well to serve as 
the voice of the congregation during the process, helping the visiting synod team to get to know the 
congregation beyond its surface.  The members of this team are:  Cindy Dullum, Pastor Joe     
Johnson, Pastor Julie Johnson, Mia Kozojed, Darin Oanes, Eli Nelson, and Levi Reese.  The      
congregation team will do some preparatory work, such as, complete a pre-assessment              
congregational profile and an ELCA Congregational Vitality Quick Check Survey, provide an annual 
report, recent newsletter, and other documents, to the synod team.  These team members will also 
act as hosts for the synod team on January 21.   

 
Components of the Ministry Review on January 21 include the Synod team: 
 

*Worshipping at both services 
*Leading a congregational forum  
*Doing a walk-through of the church building and touring the community of Hillsboro 
*Meeting with community leaders who are not members of OSLC 
*Presenting preliminary affirmations and recommendations 
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Later on, the synod team will provide a more thoroughly written report of affirmations and   
recommendations and will present said report in person.  Also, a member or members of the synod 
team will check in with OSLC congregational leadership approximately six months after the Ministry 
Review. 
 All members and friends of OSLC are invited to participate in the Ministry Review: *Be present 
on January 21 to worship and fellowship; *Meet and greet the synod team members; *Attend any 
kind of gathering or meeting to hear the affirmations and recommendations; *Read the final written 
report of affirmations and recommendations; *Be open to what and to where the Holy Spirit is leading 
us now as a congregation, as well as in the future months and years; *Be open to change and to   
trying Holy Experiments for the sake of ministry and for the sake of sharing the Good News of Jesus 
Christ.   
 If you have any questions about the upcoming Ministry Review, please contact me. 
 As each year comes and goes, there is always newness and change in our lives and in the  
life of OSLC as a congregation.  In the midst of all these changes, our Lord Jesus remains faithful --- 
being always present, always loving us, always calling us into Godôs mission in the world.

Living Lutheran 
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I was driving to work one day thinking about my scheduleðthe meetings I needed 
to attend, reports I needed to finish, preparations still to be completed for  
upcoming travel, email I needed to answer, phone calls I absolutely had to make, 
and compiling a grocery list in my head so I would pick up what I needed for  
supper on the way home from work. All of a sudden I found myself pulling into the 
parking garage at the Lutheran Center. I had driven the 9 miles to work and had 
no idea how I got there. I didnôt remember the traffic lights, the turns, the sceneryðnothing. I had been 
so absorbed in what was coming up that I was completely oblivious to the present.  
 

I think this experience is not unique to me. We set part of our lives on autopilot and set the planning, 
list-making, what-if scheduling part on overdrive. Our culture actually encourages this. When do  
back-to-school sales start showing up in stores? When do Christmas decorations appear in town 
squares and at the mall? We have already seen evidence that the next presidential campaign is  
underway. It can be light all the time now. Burgers or tacos at your favorite fast-food emporium are 
available around the clock. Itôs disorienting. Weôre thrown out of rhythm. 
 

I remember how confused I became when I first started my call as synod bishop. Gone were the  
familiar patterns of parish ministry: Monday I got organized for the week, Wednesday night was  
catechism, Thursday night was choir practice, and everything pointed toward Sunday. The year made 
sense: Advent, Christmas, Epiphany, Lent, Holy Week, Easter, Pentecost. As synod bishop and in my 
current call, we plan so far in advance that Iôm not always sure what time of year it isðand there are  
so many time zones! 
 

Now, planning is a good and necessary thing. One ought to be aware of what is coming up, what  
needs to be done, and where one needs to be. But I found that I was so driven by all of the  
contingencies and possibilities that I was everywhere all of the time and therefore not anywhere at all. 
 

I asked my spiritual director about this and she recommended that I meditate on these four words:  
ñJust this. Just now.ò Itôs a simple discipline, but not an easy one. It can alleviate all that anticipatory 
stress, but only if we are willing to quiet down. Near the end of Psalm 46, after descriptions of tumult 
and uproar, the Lord says, ñBe still and know that I am God.ò  
 

Here we are in Advent. This season doesnôt exist in secular culture, where everything is barreling  
toward Christmas. No time to wait, no time to notice, no time to be present. Not this. Not now. All of a 
sudden we will find ourselves on the day after Christmas not knowing how we got there. 
 

Advent is a holy season, a season that bids us to be present, to be still. So much is evoked in this  
seasonðhope, longing, the bittersweet awareness that the world is beautiful and broken. Consider all 
of these things. Sit with them. Pray with them. Be aware of this time of great promise that comes, at 
least in the Northern Hemisphere, when night is longest. ñIn a momentary meeting of eternity and time, 
Mary learned she would carry both the mortal and divineò (Evangelical Lutheran Worship, 258).  
Disengage the autopilot. Notice. 
 

The rest of that Advent hymn invites us to be present: 
We are called to ponder mystery and await the coming Christ, to embody Godôs compassion for each 
fragile human life. God is with us in our longing to bring healing to the earth, while we watch with joy 
and wonder for the promised Saviorôs birth. 
 

Just this. Just now.

As I write this, we are approaching the Christmas Season, and I think of our brothers and sisters in the 
Central African Republic.  Things have apparently gotten a bit better in Bangui, the capitol, but are  
very unsettled in other parts of the country.  It is hard for us to imagine how they live in constant fear 
and many times away from their homes.  As you will see in the article, the Russians now want to send 
weapons and soldiers to assist their government.  The UN has forbidden any country to bring weapons 
in, because of the danger of them falling into the rebels hands.  What a ñmessò has been created 
there.  Pray that they will have  a peaceful Christmas and at least some places can worship in their 
churches. 
  

We have sent a check for Missionary Support of Anne and Willie Langdji, who are in charge of that   
region of Africa, but reside outside of CAR.  We continue to await word of the Lutheran Church and 
how it is surviving.  Maybe by next month we will know more.

UN gives green light on Russia arms to C Africa

New York - Russia has been authorised to provide the Central African Republic's armed forces with light arms, 
under an exemption to an arms embargo on the country granted by the UN, diplomatic sources said on Friday. 
"It's clear," an official said on condition of anonymity. 
 
London, Paris and Washington had asked that the request be put on hold as they sought additional information 
on the shipments.  They also called on Russia to strengthen measures related to the storage of the weapons in 
the Central African Republic, which has been under an arms embargo since 2013. 
 
"Our only request was that the Russian delegation submit additional information on the serial numbers of the 
weapons... so that we can track weapons going into CAR," said a US official.  "We think it is a reasonable      
request and underscores the importance of coordinating the physical protection, control, safe storage and    
management of transferred arms and ammunition." 
 
The Central African Republic's leaders asked Russia several months ago to provide weapons for units being 
formed by the EU.  Moscow wants to equip two battalions totaling 1,300 men.  Among the weapons to be 
shipped are 900 pistols, 5,200 assault rifles, 140 sniper rifles, 840 Kalashnikov machine guns, 270 RPGs and  
20 anti-aircraft guns. 
 
France blocked a previous request last month over concerns about the storage of the weapons in the volatile 
country, a council diplomat said. 
 
In response, Russia promised reinforced security for warehouses and that it would stagger future deliveries.  
The first delivery is due next week, with two more on February 1 and April 1. 
 
It also wants to train troops on use of the weapons, another proposal subject to the UN's green light. 
 
In the long term, the UN's peacekeeping forces in the Central African Republic must be replaced by the       
country's own armed forces. 
 
The Central African Republic has faced instability since it exploded into violence after the 2013 overthrow of 
longtime leader Francois Bozize by the mainly Muslim Seleka rebel alliance.

ELCA presiding bishop responds to decision  
to move U.S. Embassy in Israel

CHICAGO  ï The Rev. Elizabeth A. Eaton, presiding bishop of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in 
America (ELCA), has issued the following statement in response to the decision to move the U.S.     
Embassy in Israel from Tel Aviv to Jerusalem. 
  
 
December 6, 2017 
 
I am deeply disturbed to learn of the Trump administration's plans to move the U.S. Embassy in Israel 
away from Tel Aviv to Jerusalem. The ELCA has long held the view that a negotiated, final status  
agreement, including a "shared Jerusalem," must be reached without unilateral actions by any party  
that would prejudice the outcome of negotiations.  
 
This unilateral action would not support the cause of peace and a two-state solution, but rather would 
unnecessarily create further tensions and possible violence that would make efforts to bring them back 
together for talks much more difficult. As my brother in Christ and colleague, Bishop Munib Younan of 
the Evangelical Lutheran Church in Jordan and the Holy Land, has often said, the security of Israelis  
depends on the freedom of Palestinians and the freedom of Palestinians depends on the security of   
Israelis. This proposed action would make both more insecure. 
 
To proceed with this plan will only further isolate our nation from the global movement for a just peace 
for Jews, Christians and Muslims alike in the region and our church's policy that seeks an end to the  
occupation, an end to terrorism and violence, and, ultimately, the establishment of a viable, contiguous 
Palestinian state. Since the announcement is one of intentions, I call upon the president to rescind this 
plan and instead continue to focus on our nation's ability to contribute constructively toward a peaceful 
settlement of the conflict between Israelis and Palestinians. Along with other interreligious partners, I 
continue to stand ready to discuss with the president ways to reach a peaceful settlement of the         
Israeli-Palestinian conflict.
